Who is tracking your son's online behaviour?
Ever noticed how you might be browsing online for a local restaurant or clicked on a few
interesting posts on Facebook and suddenly your YouTube adds change. This is because you are
being tracked by online advertisers and social media companies, constantly. We are all part of the
attention economy which is measured in clicks and time spent on websites or applications.This is
the same for our sons whose attention is very valuable to commercial interests. While we may all
be aware of this it is worth remembering what our sons view online, over time, will influence their
views of the world and sometimes their behaviour. Have a look over your sons shoulder while he
is watching YouTube, TikTok or chatting to friends on Twitch, and you will soon notice how adds
are shaped based on their browsing history and interests.

 

You can view your sons browsing history by pressing control + H while his Chrome browser is
open and also checking his browser cookies by going to settings and searching for cookies, try
this on your own browser and see what information is being stored about yourself. Have a read of
the material provided here and the latest PEW report. Armed with this information you will gain
greater insight into how and what is tracking and influencing your sons online behaviour. Use this
information to have a conversation with your son, talk about the differences in add placements in
your social media streams on online viewing and theirs. By comparing and contrasting what you
see, and what they see online, you can gain greater insight into your sons view of the world and
how it is being formed.

With the change of weather, many students are presenting with hay fever, asthma and
headaches. To help me assist your son, your assistance with the information below would be
appreciated.

Consent2Go

Please ensure that all medical conditions (such as hay fever, migraines) are listed in
Consent2Go even if they are only seasonal/occasional.

Hay fever

Ensure that Consent2Go lists that your son suffers from hay fever and that you give
permission for him to have anti-histamines.
Ensure that you have returned the allergic rhinitis (hay fever) action plan to the school after
completion by your G.P. (Action plan attached here).

Asthma

Asthma is more prevalent currently due to the thunderstorms and high pollen count. Warm
weather also has an impact.
Ensure you son carries his reliever with him.
Please ensure his action plan (attached) is reviewed and signed by a G.P. and returned to
the College (even if he only has seasonal asthma).

COVID

Please be vigilant and test regularly.
If your son is positive, please report it to the College.

Warm weather

Encourage your son to increase the amount of water he is drinking to reduce headache.
Also encourage your son to remember to eat at break, wear sunscreen and the College
cap.
Sunscreen is available at student services if needed.

General illness

Please do not send your son to school if he is sick to help protect the College community
We cannot send sick students home on public transport, via Uber or via a taxi. They will
need to be collected.
If your son rings you to say he is sick, please ask him to go to sickbay.
